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Biography
Edgar Arceneaux, born and raised in Los Angeles where he currently resides is an installation artist, whose drawings, sculptures, installations, and films have been extensively presented by museums and galleries in the United States and Europe. Edgar is known for his work that covers a range of subjects, including philosophy and identity. He has had solo exhibitions at Kunstverein Ulm, Germany; Galerie Kamm, Berlin; Frehrkring Wiesehoefer, Cologne; Susanne Vielmetter Los Angeles Projects; Studio Museum, Harlem, New York; and Project, New York. He is the current executive director of Watts House Project, a non-profit organization, which focuses on renovating residential properties and providing programs and venues for community involvement in the neighborhood around the historic Watts Tower. 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SITE Exhibition

Sculptural elements include red lingerie scrunched into ball shapes, banded with string or rubber band/rope/knotting. Sculptural elements will be embedded into the wall/drawing, like wounds. Creation of the drawing will be documented with time lapse-GO PRO. 
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
